IN-SEASON DAILY MAINTENANCE

Maintain 1/4" coverage of FairBall Topdressing on top
surface. Add more as needed to maintain depth.

Saturate thoroughly with water between games and
after last game, if possible.

3. Light nail drag in morning with proper moisture.
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Finish mat drag and maintain even moisture until game time.

WET FIELD CONDITIONS

Apply FairBall topdressing to wet areas and allow
topdressing to absorb excess moisture.

Rake or drag smooth.

Remove excess the next day if topdressing exceeds 1/2"
